** Do note that while this performance is part of the
2019 Fringe Festival, it is NOT taking place in the
FringeArts Theater in the FringeArts building.

TICKETING

You may purchase your ticket online (requires a
credit card). If you buy your ticket online, you may
print your ticket and bring it with you to the theatre
or display the QR code on your smartphone or tablet.
Tickets are available to purchase at the door using
cash or credit card (no checks) starting 1 hour prior
to the performance. You can call 215.413.1318 to
order tickets by phone (requires a credit card).

FringeACCESS Membership Program

Pennsylvania ACCESS Card holders can receive up to
4 discounted tickets to Cartography through the
FringeACCESS program. FringeACCESS tickets are
$2 each. Cards must be registered, either online
during ticket purchase or in-person at our FringeArts
offices.

215.413.1318. Tickets can be reserved by phone to be
paid for at the box office before the show.

Entering Christ Church Neighborhood House

be around the entrance to assist you.

There is one elevator to the theatre on the 4th floor. If you
plan to use the elevator to access the theatre, please allow
ample time to arrive and be seated.

Relaxed Performance on 9/15/19 at 3pm

Sunday, Sept. 15th's 3pm performance of Cartography is a
FringeArts Relaxed Performance. Relaxed Performances
are adapted productions that aim to reduce anxiety and
accommodate audience members with sensory needs.

Relaxed performances aim to create a supportive
atmosphere, including adjusting light and sound levels,
providing a ‘cool down' area outside the theater space, and
demonstrating an embracing attitude towards audience
noise, movement in the auditorium, and audience
members needing to enter and exit the theater space.

CARTOGRAPHY

The performance of Cartography will run approximately
60 minutes. There is no intermission.

Cartography is about four young migrants, who tell stories
about immigration and the refugee experience.

Because the play is composed of characters sharing their
stories, Cartography does not follow a traditional storyline
with a clear beginning, middle, and end.

This performance contains some loud noises, including
clapping, singing, and drum music.
